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Room 1 were extremely fortunate to be selected to investigate a site in our local area to study the history and stories behind
it. As part of this opportunity, we have been the only class in New Zealand to have our photos taken by the very well known
and world renowned photographers, Vienna & Taaniko Nordstrom, from Soldiers Rd Portraits.

In class, we have been learning about where we come from, about Aotearoa/New Zealand, Maori culture and our bicultural
heritage. Our Soldiers Rd Portraits have illustrated our learning in a fun, memorable and vintage way.

We have been learning about our own ‘taonga’ (treasures) or ‘heirlooms’ in our families. At home, we have talked about
traditional items and treasures in our homes, and discussed the importance of these to our family. Rm 1 students have
learnt their pepeha (introduction) in class, so feel free to ask one of us to introduce ourselves to you in Te Reo Maori!
