* We have many students walking to sports in the afternoons, please remind them to stay on foot-
paths (do not walk on the roadside), stay safe when crossing (look, listen and WALK) at a place you 
have told them is a safe place to cross.  Watch for sneaky driveways (cars backing out of driveways).  
 
As we start planning for term three (ALREADY!), we will be running senior school electives again.  If 
you have any projects, talents or skills you would like to share with a small group of year 4-6 students 
please contact Mrs Coll to have a chat and get more information.
