I've noticed lots of parents
waiting to pick up their young tamariki
also enjoying the protection that this
shade structure provides.

There were two big maintenance jobs
that needed to be completed this year.
One was the repairs and maintenance
that was required to keep our large fleet
of bikes safe and reliable for the kids who
use them. Michelle Burr got to work on
this project and secured a grant from the
Valder Ohinemuri Charitable Trust to
help cover the costs of this job. Jason
from the ‘Bike Clinic’ set up shop on the
school grounds and got to work. He
spent over 2 days on the job and was
also able to offer the school some great
advice on how to continue to care for our
bikes.
