Kia ora,
What a fabulous week we have had! It has been lovely having the sunshine out, our tamariki are making the most of
it. The big tree down the back field has started to change colour, Autumn is indeed here.

There have been some changes to mandate requirements - | have shared these from the Ministry of Education below:
The key changes to the COVID-19 Protection Framework impacting schools are:
e removal of My Vaccine Pass from the framework effective from 11.59pm Monday 4 April (see item below)
e and from 11.59pm last Friday 25 March:
*removal of any outdoor capacity limits at all colours of the framework
*increased capacity limits when indoors at Red, moving from 100 to 200 (but still allowing for one-metre
spacing) and no capacity limits indoors at Orange and Green
*no requirement to display QR codes at any setting (but be ready to use them again in the future)
*no need to have alternate check-in systems for COVID-19 beyond your usual visitor register processes
*no mask requirements when outdoors (but masks remain a requirement indoors for staff and children/
students in Years 4-13 when at Red) - this means at pickup / drop off this is up to you and your preference if
outside.
What does this mean for curriculum events at school like assemblies or sporting events?
As you will be aware, under RED, we have been asked to limit people onsite.
Of course if your little one needs you, you should come on in! We have tried to share our events via emails, photos and
Facebook, so far, and have invited parents onsite to support their child in different ways.
We will be having a special Principal assembly next week, and the recipient's whanau will receive a text, to come along if
they wish. We will ensure that seating is distanced, and that if the weather permits, we can be outside. Mask wearing out-
side is an individual choice, with the government changes this week. Please sign in at the office as usual.

This may change next week if the country level moves to Orange, and | will let you know what this means for School pro-
cesses, once we have received clarification on this.
